That’s why EFAA has 
implemented a new rental assistance program to Keep Families Housed. EFAA has long provided 
rental assistance once per year for families facing eviction.

The average family coming to 
EFAA spends 72% of their income 

on housing, leaving little to 
nothing for emergencies.

Low-income households typically 
experience two financial crises per 
year that threaten their ability to 

pay rent.

Preventing homelessness 
through Keep Families Housed 
is roughly ¼ the cost of EFAA’s 

emergency housing for a family 
that has lost their home.

EFAA’s innovative program, Keep Families Housed, ties rental assistance to a family’s  
completion of efforts that improve their long-term well-being.
